PEANUT BUTTER UPDATE: Neither licensed baker affiliated with Girl Scout® Cookies — ABC Interbake and Little
Brownie Bakers — source their peanut butter from the supplier involved in the current peanut butter warning. The Food
& Drug Administration and other regulatory agencies have indicated that Peanut Corporation of America (PCA) is the
focus of their investigation concerning a recent Salmonella outbreak thought to be caused by tainted peanut butter. PCA
does not supply peanut butter used in any variety of Girl Scout® cookies.

Also QSP and Ashdon Farms, who supply candy products for the fall product sale, have assured us that the
peanut butter in their Peanut Butter Dreams also does not come from PCA.

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COOKIE STATEMENT FROM GIRL SCOUTS OF THE USA:

As a result of an unstable economy and rising costs, Girl Scouts of the USA and the
licensed cookie companies baking Girl Scout cookies have decided to change the content by
weight in some of our cookie products, rather than raise the price per box.

The cost of baking a cookie today is significantly higher than it was even a year ago, and
our bakers cannot continue to absorb these rising costs. Transportation costs are 30-40% higher
than they were at this time last year. While several famous brands are raising their prices, we, like
many others, have decided to lower the net weight of our cookie boxes slightly rather than ask our
customers to pay a higher per-package price during these difficult times.

We hope Girl Scout cookie lovers will understand the situation and continue to support our
girls. As the premier leadership organization for girls, we also intend to use these circumstances as
a business learning experience for the girls.

NEWS FROM OUR GSHH ROBOTICS TEAMS:

The Techno Girls , one of the Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson robotics teams that com-
petes in FIRST competitions won accolades at the FIRST Lego League regional competition that
took place on Saturday, January 24 at Mahopac High School. The girls won 1st place in Re-
search, a Team Spirit Award -- voted on by the competing teams and 3rd place in the overall
competition , making them eligible to compete in the Championship competition at Duchess Com-
munity College on Saturday, February 28.

FIRST Lego League (usfirst.org) is a two-tiered, theme-based competition. The theme this
year is Climate Connections. The girls were challenged with designing, building and programming
a Mindstorms robot to complete ‘missions’ and score points. The second component to the chal-
lenge is a research project. The project tasked the girls to identify a climate-based problem that is
happening in their geographic area, research a solution and share their ideas. The girls chose deforestation which is
happening here in the Hudson Valley. They have put together a flyer that shows a United Nations initiative to plant 7
billion trees in 2009 and asks Girl Scouts all over to join them in this effort (see below).

The Techno Chix , Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson’s high-school-aged robotics team will be competing in the
FIRST Tech Competition in two events in the upcoming months. They will be competing at The College of New Jersey
in Ewing on Saturday, February 7 and in New York City at the Jacob Javits Center on Sunday, March 8. These events
are free and open to the public.

The GSHH Techno Girls want you to participate with them in The United Nations Environment Programme’s
7 Billion Tree Campaign. As part of the 2008-2009 FIRST Lego League Challenge, “Climate Connections,” we've
been asked to identify a problem that has been caused by climate change in our area,
find a solution and connect with other people to share our solution.
The problem we have chosen is deforestation, a global problem, but becoming a real
one right here in the lower Hudson Valley. Trees are very important to our planet. They
help us with air purification, prevent flooding by absorbing water into their roots and pro-
vide food and habitat for small animals. We needed to look into why our tree population
has declined and needed to identify what trees would be more tolerant to weather and
climate changes.
Our solution is simply to plant trees. While researching our project, we found that the
UN’s Environment Programme has set as its goal to have 7 billion trees planted in 2009.
We thought this would be something that the Girl Scouts could get behind.
With the help of a leader or parent, participating girls should go to www.unep.org/
billiontreecampaign where they can pledge to plant a tree. Once you have planted the
tree, you can register your planted tree.
