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GSHH ROBOTICS TEAMS ALL DOING WELL!

Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson has three robotics teams competing in the FIRST Lego tournaments and all are
doing amazingly well in this “varsity sport for the mind”.

Our Techno Girls (six girls, ages 9-14, from Bedford, Chappaqua, North Salem, Ossining, Pound Ridge, and
White Plains) won first place in research, third place overall and a Team Spirit Award at the FIRST Lego regional compe-
tition at Mahopac High School on January 24. On Saturday, February 14, our Green Nerds (five girls, ages 9-14, from
Hopewell Junction, Pleasant Valley and Wappingers Falls) accumulated the highest robot score and received a trophy
for highest scoring team in all categories at the qualifying tournament at Union Vale Middle School in Dutchess County.
Both teams will compete in the Hudson Valley FIRST Lego League championship tournament at Dutchess Community
College, on February 28.

In the meantime, our older girl team, the Techno Chix (seven high school-age Girl Scouts from Briarcliff Manor,
North Salem, Peekskill, and White Plains), won the top prize — the Inspire Award — at the multi-state regional tournament
held this past Saturday at The College of New Jersey in Ewing. Their next stop is the national competition in Atlanta,
April 16-18. Way to go, girls!!

The problem we have chosen is deforestation, a global problem, but becoming a real
one right here in the lower Hudson Valley. Trees are very important to our planet. They
help us with air purification, prevent flooding by absorbing water into their roots and provide
food and habitat for small animals. We needed to look into why our tree population has
declined and needed to identify what trees would be more tolerant to weather and climate
changes.
Our solution is simply to plant trees. While researching our project, we found that the
UN'’s Environment Programme has set as its goal to have 7 billion trees planted in 2009.

GLOBAL CITIZEN ESSAY CONTEST FOR GIRLS SCOUTS AGES 12-17

Through a partnership with EF Educational Tours, Girl Scouts of the USA has announced that
the tour company is calling for submissions for its third annual Girl Scout Global Citizen Essay Contest.

The contest has two goals: to challenge girls to consider their roles as Girl Scouts in the world,
and to allow them to put their experiences into words. For the winners, the prize of an educational tour
will not simply be a reward for a job well done — it will also serve as a vehicle for developing ambassadors
for global action and provide them an opportunity to impact their com-munity.

Applicants must be registered Girl Scouts between the ages of 12 and 17 by March 15, 2009. Twelve girls, ages
12 to 14 with winning essays, will be chosen for a multi-day expenses-paid educational tour to New York City. Six girls,
ages 15 to 17 with winning essays, will be chosen for a 9-day
expenses-paid educational tour to Mexico.

The contest
deadline for all applications is March 15. Winners will be notified by May 1.The New York City tour will take place be-
tween June 21 and July 12, and the Mexican tour will take place between June 25 and July 15.
