FUNDRAISING FOR HAITIAN EARTHQUAKE RELIEF EFFORTS 
 

 As you are aware, Girl Scout guidelines set down nationally in Safety-Wise, and locally in Girl Scouts 
Heart of the Hudson policies, do not allow Girl Scouts to raise money for other organizations. This is not to 
say that Girl Scouts does not promote a culture of philanthropy. For example, troops/groups may elect to   
donate funds from their treasuries for various causes; however, they may not directly solicit funds for other 
organizations, no matter how worthy.  
 Girl Scouts of the USA realizes that occasionally there are extenuating circumstances, such as the 
damage caused to the New Orleans area by Hurricane Katrina. In the aftermath of Katrina, the national board 
of directors suspended the policy that prohibits Girl Scouts from raising money for other organizations. The 
recent earthquake in Haiti has prompted similar action by the national board (see information below). 
 However, troops/groups within Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson, Inc. (GSHH) must remember that 
such an effort is still a fund raising activity and GSUSA’s, as well as GSHH’s, fund raising guidelines still need 
to be followed. Check with pages 74 and 76 in Safety-Wise to see the Program Standards that come into play 
and also see “Money-Earning Activities” on page 29. In the GSHH Leader Answer Book, read page 21 on 
money-earning procedures and don’t forget to complete the GSHH Application for Permission to do 
Money Earning Activities found in the Forms section of the council website.  
 One simple fund raising idea might be to decorate a donation jar and place it on your cookie booth  
table or have it prominently displayed at an upcoming community event. Remember, do not send your  
donations to GSHH; send them directly to the approved agency (from the list below) that you are supporting. 
For Hurricane Katrina relief efforts, troops conducted bake sales, brought in the contents of their individual 
piggy banks, and tied in their fund raising with Spirit Day. If you come up with some unique fund 
raising ideas, send them in and we’ll share them! 
 Aside from collecting money, agencies working in Haiti are in need of a variety of  
basic supplies such as first aid items like Band-Aids and antiseptic cream. Hygiene kits 
and toiletries are always in short supply. Others need things such as candles/matches/
lighters, work gloves, tarps and tents, sleeping mats, towels, sheets, blankets, rope, 
tools, water purification tablets, work boots, shoes, sneakers, clothes, diapers, and  
children’s clothing.   
 Spearheading the collection of such tangible items would be a worthwhile service project. One  
important lesson learned from Katrina relief efforts, however, is that you need to be working with an organiza-
tion that truly needs the items. Shipping costs are high and if you send your collected items off to an invalid  
address, they will be returned to you.

 Here’s the official letter from Kathy Cloninger, national CEO of Girl Scouts of the USA:  
 
The outpouring of support for the people of Haiti in the wake of the devastating earthquake last week has 
been remarkable, and Girl Scouts across the country have pitched in to help in many different ways. We 
know, however, that after natural disasters like these, sending funds is often the best way to help.  
 Given the catastrophic events in Haiti, the Executive Committee unanimously adopted, and the Na-
tional Board this morning (Friday, January 22) ratified, the following: 
 
 THAT the Executive Committee of Girl Scouts of the  USA’s National Board of Directors, on the 
National Board’s behalf, adopts a special rule of o rder to allow girl members to engage in activities,  
which may include the direct solicitation of money,  from January 14 through September 8, 2010, to 
support emergency relief for the January 12 earthqu ake disaster in Haiti. Monies raised shall be con-
tributed only to organizations on the approved list  of agencies; additions to the list shall be approv ed 
by the National President and CEO of Girl Scouts of  the USA. 
 
 This now makes it possible for our girls to raise much-needed funds for relief efforts in Haiti. Please 
take note that the money our girls raise can be contributed only to those agencies on the list. Much of Haiti is 
in ruins and a second major earthquake struck the country on Wednesday. The loss of life and suffering has 
been heartbreaking. I hope that this action by the National Board will serve as yet another opportunity for all 
of us as a Movement to do what we can to help the people of Haiti in their time of need.

 The New York Blood Center (NYBC) offers scholarships for high school students who initiate and 
coordinate successful community blood drives. This challenging but rewarding experience fosters a strong 
foundation in community service, leadership and supervisory skills, and is an idea for a Girl Scout service pro-
ject. Blood donation saves lives – up to three people per pint of whole blood. Cumulatively, students’  

efforts have aided thousands of patients in need.  
 At high schools willing to host two blood drives per school year, a $250 scholarship 
will be awarded to one student organizer. At high schools holding three drives per school 
year, two scholarships at $250 each will be awarded. High school students who independ-
ently organize and introduce a new blood drive within their community may earn a $250 
scholarship if the drive yields at least 30 blood donations and $500 if that blood drive yields 
50 or more blood donations. In all cases, scholarships are made payable to the college or 
trade school of the student’s choice.

FEBRUARY IS EATING DISORDERS AWARENESS MONTH 
 
 Did you know that more than 10 million females and 1 million males are  
fighting a life-and-death battle with an eating disorder such as anorexia or bulimia?   
Approximately 15 million more are struggling with binge eating disorder. 
 The Orange County Eating Disorder Coalition, an initiative of Mental Health  
Association in Orange County, Inc. (MHA) is aware of these struggles and is working 
hard to assist residents in reaching their wellness goals. The Eating Disorder Coalition 
believes education and awareness are essential in combating this illness. February has 
been designated Eating Disorders Awareness month with special attention given to National Eating Disorders 
Awareness Week, February 21-27 . 
 The goal of National Eating Disorders Awareness Week is to attract public and media attention to the 
seriousness of eating disorders and the pressures, attitudes and behaviors that contribute to them. The Or-
ange County Eating Disorders Coalition along with NEDA (National Eating Disorders Association) is stressing 
the importance of talking about eating disorders which is why the national theme this year is: It’s Time to Talk 
About It! By talking about eating disorders you are opening the doors of communication and showing your 
dedication to help. The goals of this initiative are to: 
 
· Raise awareness that eating disorders are serious illnesses that arise from a combination of long-standing 

issues. Fighting our natural size and shape can lead to unhealthy dieting practices, poor body image and 
decreased self-esteem. Eating disorders may begin with preoccupations with food and weight. They are 
about much more than food. 

 
· Prevention, education and access to resources are crucial. The Orange County Eating Disorders Coalition 

has an extensive list of therapists, support groups and educational outreaches. MHA has a confidential 
online screening tool for eating disorders and has provided a list of resources available to the public. Go 
to www.mhaorangeny.com and click on the Eating Disorders Treatment and Referral List located on the 
left side of the home page. Additional information regarding the Coalition is also accessible from this web-
site. 

 
· Help is available and recovery is possible. While eating disorders are serious and can be life-threatening, 

recovery is possible. It is important for those affected to remember that they are not alone in their struggle; 
others have recovered and are now living healthy fulfilling lives.

JULIETTE LOW WORLD FRIENDSHIP FUND:

Don’t forget that World Thinking Day — February 22 — 
is a great time to have your girls donate to the JLWFF!! 
 
 Here’s a fun action game you can use on World Thinking Day (or Juliette’s birthday or during Girl 
Scout Week) to tell your girls about the establishment and purpose of the Juliette Low World Friendship Fund. 
 ACTIONS: As the story is read, on the word “WORLD”, stand up and spin around once; on the words 
“JULIETTE LOW”, join hands with the people on your right and left; on the words “GIRL SCOUTING/
GUIDING”, (or “GIRL SCOUTS/GUIDES”), smile a big smile and give the Girl Scout sign. [Be sure to practice 
these motions first so everyone knows what to do.] 
 
 Once upon a time there was a lady whose name was JULIETTE LOW.  She became interested in 
GIRL GUIDING through her friends, Lord and Lady Baden-Powell, when she visited them in England. The 
Baden-Powells had been instrumental in starting Boy Scouting and GIRL GUIDING. 
 JULIETTE LOW thought GIRL GUIDING was a wonderful idea. When she returned to America,  
she decided to start a GIRL GUIDE troop. So, on March 12,1912, in her hometown, Savannah, Georgia, 
JULIETTE LOW started the first GIRL GUIDE troop in this part of the WORLD. A year later, JULIETTE LOW 
later changed the name to GIRL SCOUTS. 
 After she traveled all over the country, helping to start American GIRL SCOUT troops, JULIETTE 
LOW believed GIRL SCOUTING was such a fine thing that she wanted to see GIRL SCOUT troops all over 
the WORLD. She knew GIRL SCOUTS would help girls to become friends and would help promote WORLD 
peace and goodwill. 
 When JULIETTE LOW died in 1927, her friends decided that the greatest tribute that could be paid to 
such a wonderful woman would be to continue working toward the realization of her dream of WORLD friend-
ship. A memorial fund was started. It is called the JULIETTE LOW WORLD Friendship Fund. Each year, all 
GIRL SCOUTS in the United States are given the opportunity to donate to this fund which helps GIRL 
SCOUTING and GIRL GUIDING all over the WORLD. 
 When GIRL SCOUTS drop their money into a JULIETTE LOW WORLD Friendship Fund box, they 
can imagine the far-off places in the WORLD to which this money will travel and the ways it will help GIRL 
SCOUTS and GIRL GUIDES. Maybe your money will help send older GIRL SCOUTS from our country to Our 
Chalet, an international center in Switzerland, where GIRL SCOUTS and GIRL GUIDES from all over the 
WORLD get together and learn more about each other. Or maybe your money will be helping to start new 
GIRL SCOUT or GIRL GUIDE troops in other countries. 
 No one knows to what parts of the WORLD this money will travel. No one knows the ways in which it 
will one day come back to us in new friends. But we all know that as we give our money to the JULIETTE 
LOW WORLD Friendship Fund, we are helping to spread GIRL SCOUTING and GIRL GUIDING around the 
WORLD.
