MONTGOMERY HISTORIAN BECOMES PART
OF LOCAL GIRL SCOUT HISTORY

In September 2008, Girl Scouts from the Orange
County communities of Maybrook, Walden, Montgomery
and Wallkill, formerly known collectively as the Walden/
Montgomery Girl Scout Community, renamed themselves
the “Marion Wild Girl Scout Community” in honor of
alumna Marion Wild who first became an active Girl
Scout in the 1930’s.

The newly renamed community selected Marion
as their namesake based on her years of service as his-
torian for the village of Montgomery as well as her dedi-
cation to Girl Scouting.

Marion’s been honored before, as Orange
County Citizen of the Year, for example, and as grand
marshal of General Montgomery Day, but one recognition
eluded her: the Golden Eaglet she earned in 1938. Be-
cause of changes in the Girl Scout program, coupled with

the Depression and the onset of World War I,
Marion was never presented with her hard-
earned recognition.
In November 2008, in front of many
appreciative girls and troop leaders, Girl
Scouts Heart of the Hudson presented
Marion Wild with her long overdue Golden
Eaglet along with her Lifetime Membership
pin. In expressing her appreciation, she
stated that she’ll treasure these recogni-
tions forever. Congratulations, Marion! We
salute you.
