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GIRL SCOUT ALUMNAE:
WHO WE ARE AND WHAT WE DO

Here are some definitions:

GSHH's Alumnae Association — Any adult who
wishes to be an alumna and was once a girl member,
volunteer or staff member may join. Alumnae will receive
information on GSHH news, along with volunteer and
giving opportunities in a variety of mailings throughout the
year. No dues are required.

Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudson, Inc.’s (GSHH)
Alumnae Association promotes of all aspects of Girl
Scouting throughout its seven county jurisdiction with an
emphasis on fun and friendship. Alumnae support today’s
Girl Scouts through their generous donations and volun-

teer service.

Our alumnae are “inter-county connectors”,
bridging the entire council with the common goals of fun,
service and public relations, with the added function of
making the council’s archives available to girls for use
with projects relating to Girl Scouting’s 96-year history.

Our alumnae include all former Girl Scouts, ac-
tive as girls or adults, or both. There are registered Life-
time Members, former community and service unit volun-
teers, troop leaders and advisors, former board members
and professional staff. All alumnae serving as volunteers
are currently registered Girl Scouts.

Green Hat Society — Active alumnae may be-
come members of the “Green Hats” subject to maintain-
ing registered adult membership status. The primary role
of the Green Hats is to do volunteer service where
needed by GSHH. The Green Hats work as council am-
bassadors, connecting with the outside community, again
with an emphasis on fun and friendship.

The only exclusion to joining this active volunteer
organization is, because the work of community volun-
teers is so important to Girl Scouting, they may not addi-
tionally join the Green Hats without council approval.

It is important to note that community volunteers
may participate in all of the activities and travel opportuni-
ties of the Green Hats without becoming a Green Hat
member. There is no age limit and no dues are required.

Archivists — Much of the work of the archivists
falls within the program department as a means to provide
girls with opportunities to study and preserve nearly a cen-
tury of Girl Scout history. Because archivists also are vol-
unteering in a capacity that falls within the definitions of
Green Hat service, all archivists may join the Green Hat
Society. The important archival work that they do serves to
promote Girl Scouting. For example, an historic display of
Girl Scout memorabilia may catch the eye of the general
public, leading to the recruitment of new members as well
as the discovery of alumnae.

Leader Mentorship Program — One of the sev-
eral pathways to becoming an alumna is through adult
community/troop level leadership. The relationship be-
tween alumnae and leaders includes the idea that one day
a leader may choose to no longer serve as a leader and
may wish to continue to serving Girl Scouts through alum-
nae volunteerism. The benefit of having experienced lead-
ers join the ranks of alumnae volunteers as mentors al-
lows them to share their many years of experience with
new volunteers who may need an experienced shoulder to
lean on as they become seasoned leaders.

GREEN HATS TAKE PART IN SPRING ENCAMPMENT
AT CAMP LIBBEY, DEFIANCE, OHIO

We discovered many things as we drove our white
van from the Heart of the Hudson to Ohio. For one thing,
Pennsylvania is very wide and doesn't seem to end. For
another, the girls and volunteers of Girl Scouts of Western
Ohio Council (freshly merged, like us, from four legacy
councils: Appleseed Ridge, Buckeye Trails, Great Rivers
and Maumee Valley; and centrally headquartered in
Cincinnati), are just like us, warm and welcoming.

[A bit of history: Did you know that the council in
Toledo — most recently known as Girl Scouts of Maumee
Valley Council, Inc. — was the very first local council given
a charter by Juliette Low and the national Girl Scout or-
ganization? This happened on May 6, 1917.]

The Junior Girl Scouts who

attended the campout were eager, bright, and strong. In
between the laughing, we Green Hats managed to teach
lashing, knife skills, fire building and vagabond stoves.
You have not lived until you have eaten French toast
cooked on a vagabond stove by a Junior Girl Scout.

Among the highlights of our trip was our sojourn to
Toledo on the beautiful Maumee River to visit their zoo, to
learn about shipping on the Great Lakes and to eat hot
dogs at Tony Packo’s cafe. If this sounds familiar, it is be-
cause the character Corporal Max Klinger of the M*A*S*H”
TV series occasionally talks about Toledo and eating hot
dogs at Tony Packo’s.
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Camp Libbey is a beautiful place and well-
maintained. The girls have a great place to learn about
the out-of-doors and work on nature and camping
badges. Every girl completed a camping badge during
the weekend. We were very proud of them.

As we sang our goodbyes to our sister Girl
Scouts of Western Ohio, we realized a new set of “once
in a lifetime” memories had become ours. We learned the
value of connecting by mentoring current Girl Scouts and
of passing on our traditions. We recognize that we are
still prepared and must continue to take action by passing
along Juliette's Movement. We fully appreciate that Girl
Scouts are still singing, still trying and most of all, still
growing. Green Hats will be doing other trips. Don't miss
out — join us!

The Australian equivalent of the Green Hats/
Alumnae Association is the Trefoil Guild . Their website
describes it as follows:

Trefoil Guild is the adult section of Guiding which
links members and former members; female members of
the Scout Association; and women who have not been
Guides but are prepared to make the Guide Promise.
Members can join from 18 years onwards!

The purpose of a Trefoil Guild is
to keep alive the spirit of the
Promise and Law,
carry this spirit into the community
and
to give support to Guiding.

Women living in Australia who were members of
Guiding or Scouting in other countries can also join Tre-
foil Guild. Those still active in Guiding as leaders of youth
or adults may join Trefoil Guild.

Trefoil Guild are members of their State Guide
organisation and pay an annual fee which covers mem-
bership in Guiding (this includes insurances); administra-
tion of Trefoil Guild (who are financially self-supporting);
and membership of the Australian and International Fel-
lowship (the International World Scouting and Guiding
organisation for adults).

Each Guild plans its own program and decides
how to further its own aims. The time, place and fre-
quency of meetings are determined by
the Guild members. Each Guild is
autonomous, electing its own A%‘ />
president, secretary and - —
treasurer.

GIRL SCOUTS HEART OF THE HUDSON'’S INAUGURAL GALA EV ENT: STRING OF PEARLS

String of Pearls, a gala dinner-dance, will be held on September 20 at Le Chambord in Hopewell Junction
(Dutchess County). The event includes a cocktail reception and silent auction followed by dinner, dancing and live auc-
tion excitement. GSHH will also be honoring our own “Pearls” that evening — women who have helped Girl Scouting
grow through the years. Tickets are $200 per person, with a maximum attendance of 200. Proceeds of the gala will

benefit GSHH’s 49,000 girl and adult members.

The gala’'s name commemorates our Founder, Juliette Gordon
Low, as well as the women who have followed in her footsteps and those of us
courageous enough to continue. Juliette used her personal wealth to achieve her
vision. She knew the power of money. Edith D. Johnston, the first National Secre-
tary, wrote (in 1915): “As from the first, Mrs. Low was supporting both the national
headquarters and the Savannah organization from her personal means, expend-
ing large sums not only upon the current expenses of both offices but upon pat-

ents, uniforms, handbooks, and other needs. When the war started in 1914 [in England], she sold her pearls to provide

funds that the Movement might continue.”

Juliette knew the power of asking. She shared her vision to gain the resources needed for Girl Scouts. She was-
n't asking for herself, but for the girls. The gala benefit offers us an opportunity today to share Juliette’s vision and ours

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GIRL SCOUT ALUMNA PROFILE: AISLINN SMITH

I met Aislinn Smith  (right)
at a Chamber of Commerce meet-
ing. Even before we spoke, there
was something about her that
struck me as different. Though
unassuming, she had a poise
and confidence that most young
women do not achieve until they
are not quite so young anymore.

It was not until she stated with what

we know as “green pride” — “l am a Girl Scout, a Lifetime
Member!” | thought to myself : “Of course, that is exactly
why she has the confidence she has.” What | did not yet
know was that Aislinn is not only an adult Girl Scout but
she could be called a “Pearl” because of her achieve-
ments and contributions.

In the early 1980’s, Aislinn began 1* grade and
became a Girl Scout Brownie in Dutchess County. By
the winter of 12" grade, she had earned the Girl Scout
Gold Award, possibly the first in the Hyde Park Service
Unit. Her project taught younger girls to volunteer in the
community at hospitals, nursing homes and elder
housing centers. “Three girls from my program later
went on to earn their Gold Awards,” she says. “| was
really proud. It was amazing what they took with them
from our program.”

It was not a slam-dunk for Aislinn to go from
Brownie to Gold Award Senior. At that critical point,
8th-9th grade, she almost left Girl Scouts because
troops were shrinking and there was a shortage of
leaders. When faced with this, Aislinn did what any
future Pearl would do. She, while in high school, became
a certified leader and led a troop of Girl Scout Daisies just
as that new program level was becoming popular. After
the Daisies found a permanent leader, Aislinn later
stepped up to lead a leaderless troop of Brownies even
before she had her driver’s license!

During college, Aislinn focused her studies on
health care administration, specifically related to seniors.
Though not active in Girl Scouting at that time, she visited
local troops, conducting sensitivity training about aging
and Alzheimer’s-related processes. The girls made activ-
ity smocks and volunteered in senior care facilities. Ais-
linn paved the way for the girls to be welcomed by the
facilities by educating their administrations on the bene-
fits for the elderly patients of having the Girl Scouts vol-
unteer.

Later, Aislinn served as an administrator herself
at an elder care facility and not only brought her Girl
Scout courage, confidence and character with her, but
actually brought in troops to meet in the facility. It was a
simple idea that worked wonderfully; the troop needed a
place to meet, the facility had plenty of space and would
even provide snacks. All the girls needed to do was
spend and hour or so after their meeting visiting with resi-
dents. A match made in heaven!

After awhile, opportunity came knocking on Ais-
linn’s door again. She left the health care industry and
