GSHH GIRL SCOUT AMBASSADOR  
SELECTED FOR NATIONAL HONOR  
 
 Girl Scouts of the USA (GSUSA) recently 
released the names of their ten 2013 National 
Young Women of Distinction as well as their five 
Honorable Mention finalists. All of the nominees 
demonstrated exceptional leadership through 
their Gold Award projects. 
 Girl Scouts Heart of the Hudsonôs own  
Jamie Tanzer , from the Scarsdale/Edgemont 
Service Unit, was selected as one of the five girls  
to receive Honorable Mention nationwide. 
            A senior at Scarsdale High School, Jamie 
earned her Gold Award last year for her project ñHang A Tear; Save A 
Tear.ò The project, designed to raise awareness of distracted and reckless 
driving and its consequences, was selected by Jamie after she and her 
brother were in a car accident with a driver who was texting. After re-
searching the issue she came up with the concept of ñhanging a teardrop 
bead on a carôs review mirror to remind drivers of the tears they can pre-
vent by driving safely.ò   
 Jamie partnered with the school PTA and did a presentation at the 
high schoolôs annual driver safety assembly where she handed out tear 
packets to 250 seniors and 150 staff members. In order to ensure that this 
information will be available on an ongoing basis, Jamie started a club 
within her high school that will carry on her mission.  
 She convinced PAS Auto School to hang tears in every driving 
instructorôs car to use as a teaching aid. PAS serves about 8,000 new  
drivers each year. Jamie also created a website (http://hangatear.com/) to 
educate about distracted, drugged, and drunk driving and the inherent 
dangers. She presented her project to the US Secretary of Transportation 
Ray LaHood and Assemblywoman Amy Paulin, along with local officials.  

In school, Jamieôs passion is science. She has done original re-
search in the fields of immunology and allergy with the Childrenôs Hospital 
of Cincinnati. She also loves music and plays classical piano, classical 
violin, and guitar, in addition to writing her own music. Jamie has a been a 
member of Girl Scouts since kindergarten, and when she has time, enjoys 
tennis, debate, ju-jitsu, and reading. After high school she plans to enter   
a science-related field, most likely chemistry, scientific research, or     
medicine. 

Congratulations, Jamie!  
No other girls from New York State were selected for this honor 

except for a girl from Girl Scouts of Northeastern New York who also re-
ceived Honorable Mention.

WORLD THINKING DAY IS FEBRUARY 22  
 
 The origins of World Thinking Day have a local GSHH connection. The celebration was  
created in 1926 at the fourth Girl Guide/Girl Scout International Conference held at Girl 
Scouts of the USA's Camp Edith Macy (now called Edith Macy Conference Center) in Briar-
cliff Manor, New York. Conference attendees decided that there should be a special day 
for Girl Scouts and Girl Guides from around the world to "think" of each other and give 
thanks and appreciation to their "sister" Girl Scouts. The delegates chose February 22  
as the date for what became known as Thinking Day because it was the mutual birthday of 
Lord Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scout movement, and his wife, Olave, who served as 
World Chief Guide. 
 To emphasize the global aspect of Thinking Day, members at the 30th World Conference, held  
in Ireland in 1999, changed the name from Thinking Day  to World Thinking Day . 
 The 2013 World Thinking Day Award (right), which has activities tailored to each Girl Scout program level,  
is available for purchase in our GSHH shops. The Airmont Service Unit is hosting a World Thinking Day event on Sunday, 
March 3, and is inviting everyone to join in.
